Barb will work with participants to improve the handler’s ability to communicate with their dog on the agility field.   
Handlers will learn the key role that their body language plays in cuing the dog.  Most errors in agility occur 
because the dog misunderstands what the handler is asking of them.  Barb will speak and work with handlers 
about the many facets involved in correct implementation of various agility moves and crosses.   She will also 
work with handlers on training techniques and ways to keep their dogs motivated and running with enthusiasm.  
Length and difficulty of sequences will be adjusted for the dog's ability and level.  Barb encourages Auditors to 
participate and come into the arena to walk the exercises with the seminar participants.    
 
To participate, dogs should be familiar with all of the equipment (except weaves).   Dogs are to be confined or 
kept on a leash and under control when not participating.  No aggressive displays (by dog or human) will be 
allowed and will result in immediate dismissal from the seminar with no refund.  Any dog that has bitten a 
person or dog in the past to the extent that medical attention was necessary may not participate or be present.   
 
Participants should bring a notebook, toys, treats, clicker, and a crate or x-pen. Please bring precut non-crumbly 
treats in a controllable and easily accessible container. Breaking up treats or cheese wastes time and causes 
crumbs to fall into the footing which we don’t want the dogs ingesting. 
 
Registration will be open to ARRTI members beginning Dec. 1 until Jan. 1, 2008 for working teams on a first 
come basis.  Beginning Jan. 1, registrations will be accepted from non-ARRTI members (please don’t mail non-
ARRTI registrations before Jan. 1, they will be returned).  The seminar is limited to 12 working teams (dog and 
handler) and unlimited auditors.  We will keep a waiting list (in order received) in the event of cancellations.   
Registration fees for working teams are non refundable after Feb. 16, 2008 unless we can fill your spot.   Pre-
registration for auditors is recommended. (No refunds after March 8, 2008.) 
 
Lunch is included for working participants, auditors may purchase lunch for $5.00 each day.   Snacks will be 
provided by the Club.  There will be a 10 minute break in the morning and afternoon, and a lunch break of 
approximately 1 hour.  The barn is not heated, so dress accordingly.   
 
Directions to 360 Horse Ranch Arena:  From I-90 take the N. Reserve St. exit and head south.  Turn right at the 
intersection of Reserve and US-93.  Follow US-93 about 20 miles to Florence and turn left at the light onto MT-
203 (Eastside Hwy).  Go 3.5 miles to El Capitan Loop and turn left, at almost 1 mile, there will be a dark yellow 
barn on the right, turn into the drive and follow signs for parking instructions (if conditions are muddy, we may 
need to park at the bottom of the driveway).

Barb Davis has been training dogs since 1970. She is a conformation and agility judge and has 
achieved the MACH on her shelties Rock-It and Fast-Aspen, and MACH5 on Pistol & P.J., and 
a MACH7 on Shimmer.  Pistol, P.J. & Shimmer also have the ADCH. In 1999, Shimmer won 
the 16-inch division of the USDAA Grand Prix National Championships.  
 
In 2000, Barb, Shimmer and Fast-Aspen were part of the USA World Mini Team that won 
second at the World Agility Championships in Helsinki, Finland. Barb is the only member ever 
to have two dogs selected for the team. Barb and Fast-Aspen won the 2000 USDAA 
Steeplechase and Barb and Shimmer were participants at the ESPN Great Outdoor Games 
from 2000-2005 and have medaled every year.  Barb and Shimmer were also part of the USA 
World Team in 2001, 2002, 2003,& 2004. Barb placed 2nd at AKC Nats with P.J. in 2001 and 
with Shimmer in 2003 & 2004. P.J. won the 16-inch division of the USDAA Grand Prix World 
Championships in 2002. 
 
Her border collie, Zesty, also has her MACH3 is the 2003 Northwest Cup Winner , and in 2004 
won a Grand Prix Regional Championship, placed 3rd  at the USDAA World Championships 
and 3rd in Steeplechase Finals. In 2006 she was 3rd overall at the AKC World Team Tryouts. 
Shimmer’s son Rock-It won the USDAA NW Regional in 2005 and won the 2006 AKC National 
Agility Championships at the age of 2.  He was a member of the 2006 AKC Agility World Team 
and placed 7th in the individual competition in Italy.
